INT. TRAIN CARRIAGE. MORNING                       1

His head is resting against one of the door windows and his eyes dart lazily from building to building as they pass quickly by. The train pulls into a station. The door that Jesse is leaning against opens. He rolls his eyes. A YOUNG WOMAN steps onto the train. She is beautiful. Jesse’s eyes widen as the Young Woman turns around and presses her back up against him. The doors shut and the train leaves the station. The Young Woman is sandwiched between Jesse and the door. Jesse can’t take his eyes of her. He stares unconcernedly, she doesn’t notice. The train slows down and stops at another station. Jesse opens his mouth wide and yawns. INT. JESSE’S LIVING ROOM. DAY                      5

Jesse grabs some strands of his hair and pulls them over his face. He breathes in deeply. He exhales and smiles widely.

Jesse stands near the door in the crowded train carriage. He shakes slightly and pulls his jacket tighter around his body. The train stops at a station. Jesse opens the door and looks out onto the platform. The platform is completely deserted. He pulls his head back into the train and closes the door. He slumps against the door and sighs.

INT. JESSE’S DINING ROOM. EVENING                  7
Jesse enters the dining room. He grabs a bottle of shampoo from the steadily declining pyramid on the table, then turns around and walks back out of the room.

8.
INT. JESSE’S BATHROOM. EVENING                     8
Jesse is having a shower. He is rinsing his hair. The floor of the shower and bathroom is littered with empty shampoo bottles. 
9.
INT. JESSE’S BEDROOM. NIGHT                        9

Jesse is asleep in bed. A bottle of shampoo is tucked under his arm. Several other bottles are spread out over the bed.

10.
INT. TRAIN CARRIAGE. MORNING                     10
Jesse stands near the doors of the train carriage. He is tapping his foot on the ground and rubbing his hands together. The train slows and stops at a station. Jesse throws open the doors and jumps out onto the platform. He looks up and down the platform. An OLD LADY gives him a strange look before getting on the train. Jesse rubs his eyes and slowly steps back into the carriage. The doors close behind him.

11.
INT. JESSE’S SHOWER. DAY                         11
Jesse is having a shower. He rinses his hair then picks up a bottle of shampoo. He tries to squeeze some onto his hand. Nothing comes out of the bottle. He shakes it and tries again, but still nothing. He looks around the shower for more shampoo but all he can see are empty bottles. He turns the water off.

12.
INT. JESSE’S DINING ROOM. DAY                    12
Jesse enters dressed in only a towel. The table is scarce of any full bottles of shampoo. Jesse walks up to the table, grabs a bottle, shakes it and then throws it back down. His eyebrows lower and he looks around the room.

13.
INT. JESSE’S BEDROOM. DAY                        13
Jesse bursts into his bedroom and rummages around under his bed. He stands up holding an empty bottle that he drops on the bed. He goes to his closet and opens it. The closet is completely empty.

14.
INT. SUPERMARKET. DAY                            14
Jesse is walking fast up an aisle. He stops at the shampoo section. He franticly looks around for the “Wild Strawberry” shampoo. The shelf where it should be found is replaced by a sign that reads, "Due to company shutdown, this product is no longer available, we apologise for any inconvenience". Jesse’s jaw drops. His eyes are fixed on the sign. He stumbles backwards and shuts his eyes tight.

15.
INT. JESSE’S BEDROOM. DAY                        15
The curtains are closed. The room is dark. Jesse lies on his bed in the foetal position. He has a small beard and his hair is unwashed. He stares blankly at a wall and cries.

16.
INT. JESSE’S LIVING ROOM. NIGHT                  16
Jesse is wailing as he rips the poster of the strawberry off the wall. He tears it into small pieces and throws it around the room.

17.
INT. JESSE’S LIVING ROOM. NIGHT                  17
Jesse is holding a large tin of white paint. He screams and hurls portions of it at all the walls in the living room. He drops the tin and starts to smear the paint with his hands. He starts to cry. Jesse collapses onto the floor. He is covered in paint.

18.
INT. TRAIN CARRIAGE. AFTERNOON                   18
It is peak hour and the train is crammed with commuters. Jesse is squashed against a door. He is dressed neatly and clean-shaven. He is clicking his fingers to the beat of a song. The train pulls into a station. The door he is squashed against opens and a YOUNG LADY steps onto the train. She is beautiful. Jesse’s eyes widen as the Young Lady turns around and presses her back up against him. The doors shut and the train leaves the station. The Young Lady is pressed between Jesse and the door. Jesse can’t take his eyes of her. He stares unconcernedly, she doesn’t notice. The train slows down and stops at another station. Jesse yawns as the Young Lady opens the train door. A gust of wind blows a wisp of her hair into Jesse’s mouth. She exits the train. Jesse stands completely still and watches her leave. He licks his lips.
