Jason then slides back down onto the couch and waits.

CHAPTER TWO:

Scene Four:

Zoom to stars.

Scene Six:

Trains (morning)

It’s the morning; Justine is lying on Jason’s chest in bed. Obvious that they had been intimate and the room is a mess. 

Jason gets out of bed trying not to wake Justine. He sits on the side of the bed looking back at Justine and smiling to him self (feeling slightly hung over).
Scene Seven:
Time passing trains Morning night, morning night.

Justine and Jason are eating dinner with a few bottles of wine on the table.

JASON:

I think we make a great couple, don’t you?

JUSTINE:

Yeah I guess so… but I am better looking (Joking)
JASON:

Yeah right… (Joking)

Scene Eight:

Justine and Jason are sitting on the couch with bowls of cereal watching T.V. Cuddling up next to each other.
Scene Nine:

Justine and Jason are watching a movie together eating popcorn and laughing.

JASON: 
I love this part; it’s so funny have you seen it before?

Scene Ten:

Justine is applying make up and Jason is shaving in the bathroom together.

JUSTINE:
Humming

Scene Eleven: 

Justine and Jason have been shopping, walking through the door with bags of clothes. (Happy and excited).
Scene twelve: 

Jason is lying in bed with Justine:
JASON:

Yeah I would love that. 
JASON:

 Great we should go next week.

(Beat)

Hey Just.. I.. I love you..

Fade to black

CHAPTER THREE:
Reality
Scene Thirteen:

Jason is looking at his bank account statement at the table sitting alone,

Jason looks a little worried (Hand on head), 

Then Justine walks in and he cheers up straight away.
JUSTINE:

Everything ok babe?

JASON:

Yeah all good babe.

Jason Hides the papers
JUSTINE:
Hey you got an early morning joint for me?

JASON:
Yeah babe of course, I will roll it up for you now.
Jason reaches over and grabs the weed only a little is left (disappointment). Justine goes to the pantry to get something to eat. There is nothing in the pantry.

JUSTINE:
Hey, where the fuck is all the food? (bitchy angry)
JASON:
What? There’s no food? (shocked)
JUSTINE:
NO, there’s nothing. (bitchy angry)
Jason snaps!
JASON:

Scene Seventeen:
Justine and Jason not sleeping together one is on the couch the other is in the bedroom.

CHAPTER FOUR:

Scene Eighteen:

Jason is on the phone to his father

JASON:
Just another grand, PLEASE that’s all I ask? What…. No! But I need it I am your fucking son.
Jason slams the phone down in anger.

Justine enters the room

JUSTINE:

JUSTINE:

Humming

Scene Twenty Two:

I love this part in the movie; it’s so funny have you seen it before?

Scene Twenty Three:

Jason is cleaning up the glass in Justine’s clothes-crying.

JASON:

Sobbing

Scene Twenty Four:

JASON:

I have to take you to meet my family one day (BEAT)
yeah I would love that. (BEAT)
